How to Improve English? 

The department of English, Toshniwal Arts, Commerce and Science College, Sengaon organized expert 

guidance on How to Improve English? on 15th September, 2022 in Competitive Exam Guidance Cell. An 

expert guidance was student centric and addressed how to improve English. The chairman of the 

programme was Dr. S. G. Talnikar, principal of the college. The chief guest of expert guidance was Dr. 

Bhagwan B. Ghute. The resource person of this expert guidance was Mr. N. P. Wazarkar, Assistant 

Professor of English, PN College, Nanded, Dist.-Nanded. Dr. Rajesh S. Gore, Head of the department and 

Dr. Datta G. Sawant, coordinator of the programme, Mr. Kiran Jadhav, faculty of English were present 

on the stage.  

 Mr. Wazarkar expressed his views to students about the acquisition of English language. He also 

opined, ‘the English is very important language in career building’ and created consciousness among 

students about English language.  While speaking about the importance of English language, he 

expressed his personal experiences in his life. For acquisition of any language, we required four basic 

skills of language i.e. listening, speaking, reading and writing. These four basic skills of language are 

very important for communication.   Later on, Mr. Wazarkar told the students that it is very easy to 

acquire English language with the formula of LSRW. He stated that ‘if you want to acquire English 

language you have to follow chronological order of these four basic skills- listening, speaking, reading 

and writing’. He told students that ‘for achieving anything good in your life you have to do that thing 

with the continuity’. Continuity is the most important to achieve success in your life. He addressed to 

students that ‘if you want to learn English speaking, you must do practice of English speaking.
